Gene says: The standard wheel for a 1948 was & h6le wheel. The option was a 15" six hole
wheel. About 50% of the 1948’s had the 15” wheeld a.6.70x15 tires. 1948 was the only year a
Chevrolet passenger car used 15” six hole wheels.
